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INTERNATIONAL BALLET COMPETITION

Rules & Regulations for category 
GROUPS
July 3, 2026

1) General Information
The International Ballet Competition Slavenska Prix 2026 welcomes dance students until the age of 19 from around the world who will perform in groups.
The competition for GROUPS takes place in one round, with categories in Classical Dance and Contemporary /Freestyle. Winners are honoured at the close of the competition day. The best participants will be awarded placement prizes calculated based on points given by the jury and will be awarded places after the competition on July 3, 2026. All participants receive Certificates of participation.
2) Categories
Classical: free choice of repertoire from classical ballet and divertissements and newly created ballet choreographies (up to max. 5 minutes)  
Small Group (2 to 4 dancers)	
Medium Group (5 to 10 dancers) 
Large Group (11 to 20 dancers) 

Contemporary / Freestyle:  free choice of choreographies (up to max 5 minutes) 
Small Group (2 to 4 dancers)
Medium Group (5 to 10 dancers) 
Large Group (11 to 20 dancers)
3) Repertoire Choice
Participants and teachers may freely choose repertoire in Classical or Contemporary/Freestyle. Age-appropriate choreography is strongly recommended. Teachers/participants are responsible for securing choreography and music copyrights. Neo-classical works belong to the Classical category.
4) Rights, Liability & Responsibility
By registering, participants agree that IBC Slavenska Prix may use photos and videos taken during the event for promotion and media purposes and may share them with third parties.
· Health Insurance: All participants are responsible for their own health insurance.
· Liability: The IBC Slavenska Prix organization assumes no liability for injuries or accidents.
· [bookmark: _Hlk219564990]Risk: All participants must sign an Agreement that they perform at their own risk and waive any claims against the IBC Slavenska Prix organization and the Croatian National Theatre in Zagreb. Participants under 18: Parents, guardians, and teachers are responsible for the behaviour of participants under 18 years old, as well as for any damage they may cause.
5) Registration Process
Registrations are open from January 20, 2026, and the registration process closes on May 10, 2026.  Each group has one application form including all participants. The applications must be sent by e-mail to hdpbu@hdpbu.hr . The selected program can be changed until mid-June when we have to print the program booklet. 
The competitors in groups must send the:
a) Application form for groups– available on www.hdpbu.hr 
b) One photograph of the group in costume 

6) FEES: Registration and Competition Fees for category GROUPS
€ 50 per participant (non-refundable)
For every next appearance of the same dancer, there is an additional fee of 25,00 EUR. Payments are made upon arrival in Zagreb at registration. The fee is payable only in cash in order to avoid additional bank charges. Travel and accommodation for participants in the GROUP category is not covered by IBC Slavenska Prix. All participants in this category cover all of their expenses during their stay in Zagreb.
7) Scoring & Evaluation
Scoring is based on a 100-point scale, evaluating artistry, technical skills, performance quality and potential.
i. the first place for 95-100 points
ii. the second place for 90 – 94,99 points 
iii. the third place for 85 – 89,99 points.
· The final score is the average of all jury evaluations.
· Group performances receive a single group score.
· Jury decisions are final and non-negotiable.
· Winners are announced at the end of the competition day

8) Additional Notes and Miscellaneous:
· IBC Slavenska Prix reserves the right to limit the number of participants before the deadline. Registrations for category GROUPS are processed on a first-come, first-served basis and the IBC Slavenska Prix reserves the right to decline registrations.
· Competition Venue:  Croatian National Theatre 2, (Božidara Adžije 7a, 10 000 Zagreb)
· Lighting: Working light setting will be used for all competitors.
· Stage rehearsals: An open stage rehearsal will be offered before the competition.
· Music files can be submitted via email in MP3 format to email address hdpbu@hdpbu.com by June 20, 2026, but participants must bring with them a backup copy on a flash-drive. Any special cues (pauses, volume changes, etc.) must be communicated in advance to the stage manager at the venue prior to rehearsal and competition.
· Costumes must be age-appropriate and respectful.
· Competitors and teachers (guardians and parents) have free access to the Backstage Area, Dressing Rooms, and Auditorium. 
· The Competition is open to the public and free access is available to all
· Teachers/coaches are not permitted to give instructions from the edge of the stage.
· Teachers/coaches must ensure participants are ready 45 minutes before their scheduled performance.
· IBC Slavenska Prix is not responsible for lost valuables or personal belongings.
· Food and soft drinks may only be consumed in the cafeteria. Smoking and the consumption of alcohol are strictly prohibited in all venues.
Photography & Filming Policy
· Professional photos and videos will be offered free of charge to all participants of the Competition, as well as the competition program brochure.
Code of Ethics / Fair Play
Participants and teachers are expected to act with respect, fairness, and integrity. Choreographies must be original or authorized; plagiarism is prohibited. Any form of intimidation, disrespect, or misconduct towards participants, staff, or jury will not be tolerated.
